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AWANA is a weekly club for kids preschool through high school.  The purpose of AWANA is to reach boys and girls with the Gospel of Christ and to train them to serve Him.  AWANA teaches kids that God is real, that He loves them and that He has expressed that love through Jesus Christ. Kids also learn how God can help them in their daily lives.  This is accomplished through Bible memory, Bible lessons, games, achievements and fellowship.
Praise Center is offering the following AWANA Clubs this year:

Cubbies:  3 – 5 year olds (must be 3 by August 31st and) Cubbies registration is open to children of AWANA volunteers first.  Class size is limited to 8. Cubbies must be potty-trained.
Sparks:  Kindergarten – 2nd grade

Truth & Training (T & T):  3rd – 5th grade (6th grade on a case-by-case basis)

Student Leaders: 7th-12th grade   LIT’s must apply with the Commander.  They serve on club nights and meet with the Commander or other leader regularly.  
AWANA meets from 6:00 to 7:30 pm on Wednesday nights from September through May.  Each club night is divided into three main sections:

1. Handbook/Verse Time – Each club night your student will meet in groups of 5-7 to recite their verse and have their handbook signed.  The verse they are reciting will be the one that was discussed the previous week.  It is important that students bring their handbooks so that the verse can be recorded. Our leaders are always happy to meet early with a student or on a Sunday at church if they need some help getting caught up.

2. Group Time – During group time students will hear a short teaching about the verse or topic for the week.  The teaching time will change in format from week to week.  During this time, we will also have an activity that will help students memorize the new verse.
3. Game time – Our game director(s) plan exciting and fun-filled games each week.  In addition, monthly “theme nights” such as PJ Night make AWANA crazy and full of fun.

AWANA meets at Praise Center at 435 S. Mission St. in Wenatchee.  We ask that parents walk all students into the building for check-in.  Check-in begins at 5:45, please wait until that time to drop off your students.  You will also need to come in before we will dismiss your student.
The AWANA registration fee for Praise Center is $50 per child with discounts for additional children in one family.  Please see the registration form for details.  For less than $2 per night you can give your child a year full of Wednesday nights they will love and remember forever! Additional items will be available for order on our first club night.
